It is 
different from a prayer of confession in that it reviews both the good and the bad 
of our lives.  You pause to look back over your week, or as many days as you 
wish to examine, and notice where you have partnered with God.  In other words, 
when were you trying to do it alone and when did you ask God to assist you?  You 
can also remember the events, encounters or insights that felt like gifts from God 
and those that did not.  Or remember the times in the day when you gave and re-
ceived love, and when you did not give or receive love.  Once your days are re-
viewed and examined, you may journal what you have uncovered, or simply imag-
ine offering your insight up to God to let God love you just as you are.

Josephine Walker:  (Jeanne Kruger’s mother) is in Magnolia Square, Room 228. 
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Mike Zay: entered the hospital last week for double knee replacement surgery, but began to 

experience difficulty breathing.  By Thursday, it was thought that Mike had emphy-
sema.  Later that same day, it was determined that Mike’s heart was under severe 
stress.  On Friday, January 15, Mike Zay was to undergo a quadruple by-pass, but his 
blood oxygen level  was so low that surgery was postponed.   Mike is awaiting surgery 
now at St. John’s Hospital. 

Karen Masters: was admitted to St. John’s Hospital on January 14 with chest pains.  After 
tests and observation, Karen received a new drug that would greatly improve her 
heart function.  Only hours after Pastor Becky and she had prayed together, Karen 
experienced a “hot” sensation over her heart.  Concerned, Karen rang the nurses who 
explained that this was the sensation of the new medicine working.  Her cardiologist 
later confirmed the same—that the heart medicine was indeed working—but that it 
usually takes effect after several days, not hours.  He then declared that this was 
some sort of miracle! 

Lee Bartell: underwent angiography Wednesday, January 20.  85% blockage was found in 
one artery necessitating a stent, and Lee staying overnight.

Introducing, Pastor Lansford C. Lawrence,  
St. Peter’s UCC of Billings, Missouri 
     Pastor Lansford C. Lawrence is a Jamaican/American, born in 
the tourist capital of Montego Bay.  He attended schools in the par-
ish of St. James Jamaica, and made a full commitment and accep-
tance of faith in Jesus Christ through conversion in 1970.  He at-
tended Seminary at the early age of sixteen years old. 

     He received his theological education at the Jamaica Open Bible Institute and the 
United Theological College of the West Indies, and most recently, continuing educa-
tion at Eden Theological Seminary.  Pastor Lawrence served the United Church in 
Jamaica and the Cayman Islands in various leadership capacities. 
     Pastor Lawrence’s long-standing relationship with the Missouri Mid-South Confer-
ence began in 1991 with the Jamaican partnership with the United Church of Christ.  
He officially moved to Missouri in September 2001.  Over the years, he has served as 
senior pastor at Emmanuel United Church of Christ, Weldon Spring/St. Charles; St. 
Peter’s United Church of Christ, Owensville; and at Bethel United Church of Christ, 
Florissant.  He has served on many conference and association committees. 
     Sunday morning, January 31, Lansford will conduct the worship service at St. Pe-
ter’s in Billings, after which a detailed report will be presented by the Search Commit-
tee, and then the congregation will vote on the recommendation to call Lansford Law-
rence as the new pastor.  Assuming a positive vote, it is St. Peter’s Church’s hope 
that Pastor Lawrence will start soon after Easter. 
     Pastor Lansford Lawrence has been married to Maria since March 27, 1976, and 
has four grown children, all of whom live in the United States.  Please extend Pastor 
Lawrence a warm Ozarks welcome.
