Today we will worship as the Evangelical Church of the Rhineland.  The 
style of worship that the UCC forged (as it emerged in early America) and 
the style of worship in Germany have striking similarities...and differences.  
Look closely at today’s bulletin and reflect on these differences and similari-
ties asking yourself, “Why do we worship the way we do?” 
 

In the Evangelical Church of the Rhineland, as well in many other denomi-
nations in Germany,  people arrive as early as 30 minutes before worship to 
sit in silence with their God.  In the Narthex they may greet and talk with 
friends, but once they enter the sacred space of the sanctuary, they enter 
into respectful silence and prayer, very similar to our ten minutes before 
worship. 
 

Beginning with the reflective silence through the Postlude and exit of pas-
tors, we enact today the most typical style of worship found in an Evangeli-
cal Church in Germany. 
 

Votive candles are available on the alter for anyone wishing to light a can-
dle to symbolize the concerns or joys you carry with you to worship, or 
whatever is in your heart and mind.  The communion elements are also 
available for anyone wishing to receive communion.  Simply come forward if 
you wish to receive communion and one the pastors will serve you.
