Pastor: Welcome in the name of Christ to Stephan Scharf's Service of Recogni-
tion. Stephan has chosen to begin his Service of Recognition with a
labyrinth walk of the peregrine, meaning “one from abroad”; a foreigner,
traveler, or pilgrim. He chooses to do this walk surrounded by clergy
and laity. We ask that all the ministers, pastors, priests, rabbis, or imam
present form the first circle around the labyrinth with all others around
them.

ACM:  Surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, Stephan makes a sym-
bolic journey to the heart of God as he moves into full recognition of his
ministry at St. John’s Chapel UCC and the Western Association of the
Missouri-Mid south Conference of the United Church of Christ. He will
use a chant for his meditation on the awesome responsibility of taking
on the mantel of Christ. He asks that you join him in this chant—as you
meditate on how God has called you to participate in building God’s
reign on earth.

(“one from abroad”, a foreigner, traveler or pilgirm)
Stephan now enters the labyrinth, chanting, and then everyone joins in the chant.
