You can also remember the events, encounters or insights that felt like gifts from 
God and those that did not.  Or remember the times in the day when you gave 
and received love, and when you did not give or receive love.  Once your days are 
reviewed and examined you may journal what you uncovered, or simply imagine 
offering your insight up to God to let God love you just as you are.)
