Semi-Annual Meeting Minutes
July 19, 2010

The meeting was called to order after a carry
-in dinner by council president Jim May, and
opened with a prayer by Pastor Becky. The
minutes of the January 17 annual meeting were
reviewed and approved.

Financial Secretary’s Report: (Shirley
Datema) Shirley reported total deposits to June
2010 of $69,598.25. Offering to this date has
been $58,782.85 which is an increase of
$6,060.83 over last year. $39,380 has been re-
ceived so far in pledged giving. 15 pledges are
over the pledged amount by $3,201; 12 pledges
are under by $3,184; and 5 have given the
amount pledged. Shirley stressed the impor-
tance of giving what we can in this time of need
for our church.

Treasurer: (Steve Fortner) Total income as
of June 30 is $64,402. Total expenses have
been $79,808.90, leaving us a deficit amount of
$15,406.90. We are actually spending less than
budgeted, but are still operating at a deficit. The
money market currently stands at $9,466.02
since we have been drawing from it to meet ex-
penses.

Endowment: (John Allen) The importance
of considering a gift to the Endowment Fund
was stressed. Total investments to this date are
$184,026.84. Over the life of the Endowment
Fund, $41,861 in interest and increased growth
in funds have been earned by the church.

Pastor's Report: (Pastor Becky) Pastor
Becky gave a reflection of her time here with us,
asking us to consider whether our quest for
God’s presence has been successful. Pastor
Becky looked back at our growth in spiritual de-
velopment, our worship services and the many
memories she holds dear involving our congre-
gation. She read a brief portion of the sabbati-
cal narrative and then reminded us that ”just
when you think all is lost, that is the begin-

President’'s Report: (Jim May) Jim re-
minded us that as a congregation, we are facing

some serious issues that necessitate our need
to work together. We face immediate financial
issues as well as challenges on how we are go-
ing to help our church with long-term growth.

Old Business:

Jim reported that the Kids First lease is cur-
rently being re-negotiated.

Mary Lou gave a brief update on the sabbati-
cal and grant application. Copies of the grant
application are available in the office, and we
will plan for both the possibilities of getting the
grant, and also the possibility that we may need
to plan for the sabbatical time without the finan-
cial help of the grant. Either way, it can be an
exciting time for growth for us as a congrega-
tion. We will find out in November if our grant
application was successful.

Jim gave a summary of the town hall meet-
ings and reminded congregants to feel free to
express their concerns openly and honestly.
Several negative, anonymous letters have been
received ; this is not only counter-productive,
but cowardly. Honest opinions and_constructive
comments are always welcome.

New Business:  The preferred format for
congregational meetings was discussed and
voted on; whether we prefer to meet then eat, or
eat then meet, or hold meetings at separate
times from carry-in dinners. The vote was to
keep congregational meetings and dinners
separate in the future, and several expressed
the preference for having meetings in the fellow-
ship hall rather than the sanctuary so that the
sanctuary can remain a sacred place of prayer
for us.

Finance and budget issues were addressed.
Steve went over the current figures and deficit,
and presented us with a revised budget for July-
December of this year. The 2009 budget had a
net loss of $41,000. The revised budget for
2010 Steve presented trims off $11,000 in budg-
eted items for the rest of this year. If 60 families
would increase their giving by $20 a month, that
would help to get us past the current $14,000
deficit, which we face even with the revised
budget. We will then face a new budget based
on our income for 2011.

Steve went over the town hall meeting dis-



cussion points regarding the budget along with
the finance committee responses. These are all
available in the town hall meeting notes in the
office. Some suggestions given at the town hall
meetings were fundraisers, increased giving,
the holding of some sort of community festival,
increasing the Kids First rent, finding some in-
come from our land, and encouraging building/
sanctuary use for events such as meetings or
weddings.

There seems to be a strong feeling about not
going into debt created from securing a line of
credit, so we need to look at cutting expenses
and increasing income.

Concerns were also addressed about the
choir director’s salary. Judith will be talking with
Chris Brammer, Pastor Becky and Tona about
some of these concerns.

The congregation was reminded (as we en-
joyed the fruits of these labors at our dinner),
that the community garden was never meant to
be a fundraiser; but rather it is designed as an
evangelism and outreach tool. Any profits real-
ized from produce will go right back into the gar-
den for supplies.

After some discussion, it was voted by the
congregation to accept the revised budget sub-
mitted for 2010.

The meeting was adjourned with the Lord’s
Prayer at 2:10 p.m.
