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When last I wrote I left you with a “cliff hanger” from an article in the 2008 No-
vember addition of O Magazine (which I know for certain is Oprah’s magazine).  
The article was written by Sally Quinn, a Washington journalist. 
 

We left Sally last month laying in the middle of her labyrinth grieving the loss of her 
mother.  She has just buried a vial of her mother’s ashes beneath river stones at the 
entrance to the labyrinth and then walked to the center where now she lays, thinking: 
 

I loved [my mother] more than anything in the world.  I don’t know any 
mother and daughter closer than we were.  I could never imagine being 
without her.  Now I am. 
 

This labyrinth has sustained me through many crises.  Around the circle 
are buried cherished mementos: My late father’s Buffalo nickel from the 
Korean War; a crystal rose from my son, chunks of stone from the laby-
rinth at Chartres Cathedral. 
 

And now my mother’s ashes.  I kiss my fingers and touch the spot 
where I buried the ashes. 
 

In Medieval times, when many Christians were unable to make the pil-
grimage to the Holy Land, to walk one of the labyrinths inlaid in the 
naves of European cathedrals was a spiritual metaphor for taking that 
journey.  Whenever I walk the labyrinth, I begin by standing still at the 
entrance.  The path winds to the center so you don’t ever get lost.  The 
idea is to get found.  Often I’ll stand for a while concentrating on some-
thing troubling me, then clearing my mind.  This time I wonder if I 
wanted to go on living without my mother, I felt dead inside.  I asked her 
for help.  Mother, tell me what to do.  Send me a message, a sign. 
 

I entered and walked along the path almost in a trance until I found my-
self at the center.  This would be the first time I had ever lain down in 
the center—as if in total surrender.  I don’t know how long I lay there.  
My mind was empty. 
 

Suddenly I was infused with a force or energy I had never experienced 
before.  My whole body began vibrating with a sense of overwhelming 
joy.  I was stunned.  I laughed out loud.  I felt more alive than I ever had 
in my life.  My mother seemed to be saying, “Life goes on, darling.  So 
LIVE.” 
 

“I will, Mama,” I promised. “I will.” 
 

Sally Quinn had been an atheist all of her life.  She was raised in the church, but she 
never “got it.”  Until 10 years after her only child had been born with a whole in his 
heart.  She had tried praying once.  When nothing became of it, she did not try again.  
Quinn, her son, had nonstop medical and learning problems from then own. 
 

Then 10 years later some friends invited her to join them in candlelit labyrinth walk.  At 
first she decline, certain this was not her thing.  They kept telling her how walking the 
labyrinth had changed people’s lives, so she went.  She did not have any grand epiph-
any, just a pleasant experience.  Yet, she kept feeling a pull to return.  The following 
day she went up there alone.  At her first walk they had instructed her to concentrate 
on something important to her, so naturally she concentrated on Quinn.

Facilities  - In the dining hall is a kitchen where the meals are prepared.  Food for all campers for Saturday break-

fast, lunch, dinner, and Sunday brunch is provided for $1.50 per meal for adults and $.50 per meal for kids 2-8.  Kitchen 
utensils, dishes, cups, and flatware are provided.  The campers are the dishwashers, however.  Coffee, tea, water and 
juice are available during the day.  There is an ice machine and a pop machine. 

The cabins are rustic, but have lights and some outlets and small exhaust fans.  You may want to bring a floor fan.  
There are bunk beds with mattresses and the floors are cement.  Most cabins have beds for 8 or more.  Cabins are 
$7.50 per person (5 years and older) per night.  Children under 5 years stay free.  Plenty of room for tent/trailer camping 
is available.  Each tent/trailer space is $12.00 per night with electrical hookups.  The pathways are rocky, so sturdy 
shoes or sandals are recommended.  And bring your sunscreen, bug spray, and a flashlight. 
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Schedule  - The overall schedule is very easy-going and relaxed.  Friday afternoon or evening everyone arrives at 

their leisure.  There is no meal provided on Friday ; however, you are welcome to bring and fix your own food for Fri-
day dinner.  All other meals are provided.  Before each meal, we sing our thanks for God’s blessings and after each meal 
we sing some more.  You can’t help but join in the fun of singing.  Each family is asked to bring a dessert to share  and 
we do ask that everyone help with at least one clean-up job after a meal. 

The wake-up bell on Saturday will ring at approximately 7:30 a.m., with breakfast at 8 a.m.  Other meal 
times will be decided there.  You may arrange a float trip if you want.  We will have Vespers Saturday evening 
and Worship Sunday morning. 

The check-out time for all to be out of the cabins is Sunday noon , due to the Primary Camp folks setting up for 
their campers to arrive.  This is the only time we have a strict time schedule.  The facilities must be left in good condition.  
Each and every camper is responsible for removing any and all trash from their cabins and surrounding areas as well as 
sweeping the floors.  There are trash bags and brooms provided in all the cabins.  Bring the trash to the rear of the din-
ing hall for disposal.  All towels and personal items must be out of the shower facilities and the other recreation areas by 
noon.

64 east for 6 miles; turn right onto 
Dallas County K south for 4 miles; you will see the CAMP AURORA sign at gravel road K-123 where you will travel 2.2 
miles to camp.
